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The process of producing the New Voices journal will proceed most smoothly if authors conform to the following requests:
(Before submitting your article you may wish compare your format with that of the article ‘Electra in Opera’ by Anastasia Bakogianni, in New Voices, Issue 2 (2007). The article will also provide examples of formatting not covered below).
1. Please give names of ancient authors and texts in full.  Citations to ancient authors should be given in the body of the text and should appear thus: (Homer, Iliad 9.200–45).

2. For references, authors should use the author and date date within the body of the text e.g.  (Bloggs 2005: 203–38).  In notes, references should appear with the author outside of parentheses and  date of publication in parentheses e.g.: Bloggs (2005: 203–38).

3. All books and articles thus cited should be listed in alphabetical order in a bibliography after the article as follows:

Bloggs, A. 2005. Translating Papers, translating Lives. London: Duckworth.
Bloggs, A. and A. Person 2006 (eds.). Translation in the Twenty-First Century. Oxford: Oxford University Press,
Volumes should be given in notes as (vol/issue:page(s)) vol. 1/3:66-75, or vol. 1:66-75
4. The word-limit per article should not normally exceed 6,000 words.  Shorter contributions are acceptable so long as author and editors believe the subject has been adequately treated. References will not be counted as part of the word limit.
5. Please translate all non-English words and phrases into English.  Please use Greek words as sparingly as possible, and please transliterate or translate all forms that do not use the Latin-script.

6. Endnotes are used (not footnotes)

7. An abstract (200–300 words) together with your article should be submitted by email document attachment to  Carol Gillespie (c.a.gillespie@open.ac.uk)

8. There is no requirement to send in a further hard copy or on a disc.
