Preliminary Proposal for Postgraduate Research in Classical Studies
Before you make a formal application to the OU Graduate School it is recommended that you discuss your plans with a member of staff in Classical Studies. This is to advise on the viability of your proposal and to see whether we can provide you with supervisors. Even if we have staff with relevant expertise, they may not always be able to take on further research students. You will usually be referred in the first instance to the Postgraduate Research Convenors, who are responsible for liaising with applicants and who will then contact those colleagues whose expertise is most closely relevant.

Please note, if you would like to apply for funding through the Open-Oxford-Cambridge Doctoral Training Partnership OOC, you would start in October and the deadline for applications is usually early January of the same year. You can find the date on our website once it has been published. If you wish to be considered for OOC funding, it would be helpful to receive this form completed well in advance of the January deadline.
